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Important - Booking Arrangements:

Please note that, to comply with the payment requirements of The
Nightingale Centre, the following bookings system will be applied
for this Conference:-

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All bookings and payments must be made direct to The Nightingale
Centre (contact details overleaf).

A non-returnable deposit of £20 per person is required with each
booking.

Full payment of the balance due must be made to The Nightingale Centre
by 12 April 2019. This is a Nightingale Centre requirement. In the
event of subsequent cancellation up to 65% of the total paid, may be
retained by the Centre if the accommodation cannot be re-let (100% for
cancellation within 72 hours of arrival).

Bookings made after 12 April 2019 can only be accepted if space is
available and provided that full payment is made to the Centre.

Most bedrooms at the Centre now have en suite facilities. The
previous en suite supplement of £5 per person per night is included in
the Centre charges and this is reflected in the Foy Conference fees
overleaf.

A limited number of non-en suite bedrooms is available on a first come
first served basis for which a reduction of £5.00 per person per night
applies.

A limited number of single rooms are available without extra charge. Sole
occupancy of a twin room is available for a supplementary charge of
£5.00 per night.

Dogs are welcome - a charge of £6.00 per day is applied.

Payments can be made by post by cheque payable to The Nightingale
Centre or by credit/debit card by telephoning the Centre in normal
working hours, Monday to Friday. (Please note that the Centre is unable
to accept payment by American Express cards).

Regardless of method of payment a completed booking form is
required by the Centre to ensure that individual accommodation and
dietary requirements can be catered for. Booking forms may be sent via
email if preferred (but don't forget to pay a deposit).

Families are most welcome and some rates for children are heavily
subsidised by Foy to make this more affordable. At this Conference a
Children’s Programme, run by qualified leaders, will operate during the
periods timetabled in the programme. Please note that, outside these
periods, we regret that Foy is unable to provide child care.
